Scheduling CRS Courses for 2008
The Council is now accepting CRS Course contracts for 2008. The deadline for your Course to be included in the 2008 CRS Resource Guide is July 23, 2007. CRS Core (Two-Day) Course Sponsor Contracts for 2008 were sent to all current sponsors in mid-May. CRS Course Blast E-mails and Labels

Upon your request, CRS sends out one blast e-mail for each of your Core CRS Courses.  Blast e-mails are sent to CRS Members and past students only.  To download the CRS Blast E-mail request form, go to: http://www.crs.com/docs/Mass_E-mail_Order_Form.doc, click on File ( Save As, and save the document to your hard drive. The document opens up in Microsoft® Word.  You can fill in your Course information and e-mail the form as an attachment to Andrea Laue. 

You may also request labels for either your CRS Core or Approved One-Unit course to use for your direct mail. Labels will be sent to you electronically or printed and mailed to you. To download the request form, go to: http://www.crs.com/File/Word/LabelOrderForm-Fill-in.doc, and save the document in the same manner you saved the Blast E-mail request form.

Returning CRS Product
When packing up product from your CRS Core Course, please take care to pack it securely and with lots of packing material, such as bubble wrap or newspaper.  Product that isn’t packaged carefully can be damaged in shipping. Items to be particularly careful with are the DVD’s in plastic cases.  Items can sometimes be so severely damaged that they can’t be used anymore and have to be removed from the product inventory.

License Numbers
Please ask your students to include their license numbers on their exam answer sheets. This is a huge help when it comes to identifying a student correctly.  
Also, in some states, a license number is required for continuing education purposes.  The Continuing Education Coordinator may contact you and ask you to include the license numbers on your Course roster.  If you fail to do so, you might delay continuing education credit being given to your students. 
Confirmation Letter

After a student signs up to attend one of your CRS Core or Approved One-Unit courses, are you making sure they have all of the information they need by sending them a confirmation letter?  For your own peace of mind and especially for the students, you may want to consider sending out a confirmation letter including important pieces of information as well as some interesting tidbits about the area where the course is being held, or include hotel recommendations for out of town students.
